Friday	morning,	our	route	takes	
us	south	 into	California	and	then	up	the	
Redwood	Highway,	stopping	for	lunch	at	
the	Patrick	Creek	Lodge	that	is	along	the	
Redwood	 Highway.	 After	 lunch	 we	
continue	 north	 on	 forested	 highways	 to	
our	overnight	lodging	in	Roseburg.
